The Ocean Race continues its series of workshops (known as the Genova 
Process) to drive the ambitious goal of giving the ocean a voice, with experts 
in international law, diplomacy, ocean science and sport, meeting regularly to 
start the process of drafting principles underpinning Ocean Rights for a 
potential Universal Declaration of Ocean Rights to be presented to the UN 
General Assembly in September next year.

The Ocean Race Stakeholder Conference (28–29 September 2022) gathered 
The Ocean Race Family in Alicante, Spain, including host cities, partners, 
suppliers, teams and staff, to discuss ways to work together to deliver the best 
possible edition of The Ocean Race, ahead of its start in January 2023, with 
ocean rights featuring prominently throughout the event. 
Addressing over 200 attendees, Johan Strid, Policy and Summits Director, The 
Ocean Race, said: “We need to work hard to make sure the ocean has a voice. 
This is why we talk to governments, to build support for this idea. Our target is 
to have a Universal Declaration of Ocean Rights adopted by 2030.” 
Representatives at the conference included officials from host cities in Cabo 
Verde, Denmark, South Africa, the United States, Italy, The Netherlands and 
Germany, and partners such as 11th Hour Racing, Helly Hansen, Volvo Cars, 
GAC Pindar, Inmarsat or Ulysse Nardin.

Relay4Nature, symbolised by Nature’s Baton and connecting major 
conferences across the world, will also be present at COP27 to help 
to give the ocean a voice on the critical issues affecting our planet 
at the landmark event. The initiative from The Ocean Race and UN 
Secretary-General's Special Envoy for the Ocean, Peter Thomson, 
connects the threats to the natural world and calls on world leaders 
to radically increase their ambitions to protect and restore the seas.

Ahead of the UN Ocean Conference in Lisbon, 
The Ocean Race’s Relay4Nature Baton was 
handed to actor Jason Momoa, recently 
appointed UNEP Advocate for Life Below 
Water. 

The Ocean Race’s Relay4Nature initiative, 
developed with UN Secretary-General's Special 
Envoy for the Ocean, Peter Thomson, arrived to 
the shores of Portugal in the Mirpuri Foundation 
Racing Team boat for the UN Ocean Conference 
last June. Relay4Nature champions the ocean 
and calls on leaders to take urgent action to 
protect nature while connecting the world’s key 
environmental events.
